Parking:   Buses and cars should park in the south parking lot of Lawton Park.   
Buses will be met by a Historic Fort Wayne volunteer. 
 
Name Tags: Everyone (students, teachers and chaperones) must wear NAME 
TAGS with their name and the name of their school. 
 
Chaperones:  Bring one chaperone for every 10 students.   
 
Behavior:  We expect students to be on their best behavior.  If any should 
become boisterous and unruly we will ask that they leave.  
 
Displays:  Students are NOT to handle the displays of the participants unless 
invited to do so.  Most items are owned by private collectors and are quite 
valuable.  Students are not to enter any unmanned booths or rooms. 
 
Lunches:  Each student should bring a lunch with them.   We recommend eating 
in Lawton Park. 
 
Restrooms:  There are modern restrooms available at the far south building on 
the grounds. 
 
Souvenirs:  Souvenirs will be sold at the Kekionga Mercantile.  Small groups of 
children with a chaperone are encouraged to visit it throughout the day.  Please 
do not wait until the end of the day before stopping by the Mercantile.

5th grades from area public schools, private schools, and home school programs.  All attending 


groups must pre-register.  The day’s events will go from 9AM to 2PM.  The Fort will have 


several presenters who will bring the history of our area and state alive some European history 


will also be presented.  We hope to fulfill these standards for Indiana:

Buses may park at any desired 


location after drop off at Lawton Park.  We would ask that you have 1 chaperone per 10 


children.  Please note that there will be cannon and gun fire throughout the day on a 


regular basis.  Reservations are first come first serve.  Please remember that the space/time is 


limited.
